A special meeting of the Council for the City of Crystal Falls was held in the Council Chamber of the City Hall on Friday, March 28, 2008 at 3:00 pm Central Time.

Present: Mayor Hendrickson, Councilors Valesano, Smokevitch, Heikkinen, and Bicigo. 
Absent:  None
Also present were City Manager Nordeman, City Attorney Lawrence, and City Clerk/Treasurer Olson.

Visitors in attendance:  Attorney Ron Basso and Julie Melchiori.
The purpose of this special meeting was to discuss and consider action on:
1. Dedication of “Clark’s Landing”.

2. Robert Grell proposal.
3. Police Patrol Vehicle.

4. Purchase of property for parking area for Manor project.

Mayor Hendrickson led the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.

Manager Nordeman advised that plans were in the works for the dedication of the access site on the Paint River (near the power plant) for April 12, 2008.  A stone monument is planned for placement at the site and several Navy Seals will be present on the 12th for the ceremony.  

Mayor Hendrickson seconded by Councilor Valesano moved to approve the placement of a monument at the Paint River access site and further to adopt the following:

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the City of Crystal Falls is desirous of honoring Special Warfare Operator 2nd Class Petty Officer Joseph “Clark” Schwedler, a community hero who’s young life was cut short on one fateful day in April 2007 when he was killed in action in Al Anbar province, Iraq, and

WHEREAS, the City of Crystal Falls maintains a public access area on the beautiful Paint River that flows through the heart of Clark’s hometown, much the same as Clark’s memory flows through the hearts of all who knew and were touched by him, and

WHEREAS, the Council for the City of Crystal Falls believes that dedicating this public access area honoring the memory of Clark, a Navy Seal, will further serve to help this community to heal from this tragic loss, 

NOW THEREFOR BE IT RESOLVED, that the Council for the City of Crystal Falls hereby designates the Paint River access site at the Crystal Falls power plant as “Clark’s Landing” and urges all who visit the site take a moment to reflect on the life of this courageous young man, and further, to live by his example.










Resolution adopted
A revised version of the Memorandum of Understanding with Robert and Mary Grell for property in the City’s Industrial Park was reviewed.  Attorney Lawrence expressed some concern with the wording of item #8 and advised that he will revise regarding the first right of refusal on certain lots.
Mayor Hendrickson seconded by Councilor Heikkinen moved to authorize the issuance of a contract to order the 2008 Chevrolet Impala from Stateline Chevrolet which will be used as a police patrol vehicle, further, that this vehicle will be purchased with a combination of a Rural Development Grant and matching City funds in the amount of $16,900.

Councilor Valesano seconded by Mayor Hendrickson moved to meet in closed session pursuant to the Open Meetings Act, P.A. 1976, No. 267, 15.268 (d), to consider the purchase of real property for a parking area at the Crystal Manor building.
