2010 at 5:00 P.M. Central Time.

and Smokevitch.

Mayor Hendrickson led the reciting of the Pledge of  Allegiance. 

Councilor Burke seconded by Councilor Smokevitch mo ved that the 

items on the Consent Agenda be approved as noted be low:

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Crystal View parking lot change order will be postp oned. 

Councilor Hagglund seconded by Councilor Bicigo mov ed to pay the 

partial pay estimate as presented from Oberstar for  the Crystal 

View parking lot in the amount of $34,170.30.

WHEREAS, the City of Crystal Falls is desirous of c reating a Special 

Assessment District for Fire Protection in order to  place a 1.5 mill tax levy 
ballot proposal on the August 3, 2010 Primary Elect ion ballot, and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City of Crystal Falls has conducted t he required Public 
Hearing on said Special Assessment District for Fir e Protection at a meeting 
held on Monday, May 10, 2010, pursuant to Public Ac t 33 of 1951 being MCL 
41.801 et seq.,  and 
 
 NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Cry stal Falls hereby 
creates a Special Assessment District for Fire Prot ection; that said District 
is encompassed of the entire City of Crystal Falls;  and that a tax levy of 1.5 
mills be assessed against all property in said Dist rict should it be approved 
by the majority of the voters at the August 3, 2010  Primary Election.

City Manager Olson recommended that the council pos tpone the 

conveyance of City owned land (Brian Rose) until Ge offrey Lawrence 

is satisfied with title documentation.  The City wi ll start 

procedures to annex this land. 

Councilor Bicigo seconded by Councilor Smokevitch m oved to set the 
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wage of City Manager Dorothea Olson to Step 5 of th e City Manager 

wage scale as a salary position which includes her giving up the 

annual longevity pay, keeping cell phone reimbursem ent at the same 

rate as paid to other employees, and no car allowan ce.
