FIRE PROTECTION AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, the CITY OF CRYSTAL FALLS and the TOWNSHIP OF CRYSTAL FALLS
have been involved in the providing of fire protection services for one
another for decades,

AND WHEREAS, the TOWNSHIP OF CRYSTAL FALLS will be operating a
township fire department known as the Crystal Falls Fire Department
effective June 13, 2010,

AND WHEREAS, the CITY OF CRYSTAL FALLS needs to provide long term fire
protection services to its residents,

NOW THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE MUTUAL PROMISES OF THE PARTIES
AS HEREINAFTER SET FORTH, IT IS AGREED as follows:

1. The TOWNSHIP OF CRYSTAL FALLS (hereinafter "Township”), shall
furnish to the CITY OF CRYSTAL FALLS (hereinafter "City”), adequate
fire protection for a period beginning on June 13, 2010 and ending on
May 31, 2015, both dates inclusive;

2. The term “adequate fire protection” shall include all necessary
fire fighting equipment and all necessary firemen, including any fire
department and/or firemen and/or persons other than those of the
Township, should it for any reason be necessary to seek the aid of
such other fire department or departments, firemen or other persons.
The term “adequate fire protection” does not require the staffing of
the Crystal Falls Fire Department, being a department of the Township,
on anything other than an all-volunteer basis;

3. The firemen or other authorized persons, while engaged in fire
fighting within the scope of this Fire Fighting Agreement, shall be
deemed to be employees of the Township and not employees of the City,
and the Township hereby assumes all legal liability applicable by law
for the injury or death of any fireman or other authorized person
while lawfully so engaged;

4, The Township shall and will save and keep harmless the City of and
from all claims for damages to persons or property arising, or in any
manner growing out of, the services contemplated under this Fire
Protection Agreement, except for such damages to persons or property
caused in whole or part by the acts, inactions, errors or omissions of
the City;

5. The €ity shall pay and/or provide as follows, as consideratien for
the providing of fire protection services:
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The greater of $33,675.00 per year or the sum that 1 mills
will produce against the Taxable Value of the taxable real and
personal property located within the geographic boundary of
City, provided there are two full-time employees of the
Crystal Falls Fire Department.

In the event the Township elects to operate the Crystal Falls
Fire Department with fewer than two full-time employees, then
the City shall pay 37% of the cost of the Crystal Falls Fire
Department budget, commencing the next guarterly installment
after such staffing change. In all events, the City shall not
pay more than the greater of $33,675.00 per year or the sum
that 1% mills will produce against the Taxable Value of the
taxable real and personal property located within the
geographic boundary of the City;

The City shall pay such amount in equal installments due as

follows:

1. June 15;

2. September 15;
3. December 15;
4. March 15.

Any adjustments due to increases in the Taxable Value of the
City shall take effect on the March payment of every year
while this Fire Protection Agreement is in effect;

In the event the geographic boundaries of the City expand and
such expanded area of the City is not subject to ad valorem
real and/or personal property taxation, then the City shall
pay to the Township an addition $10.00 per acre per year for
such expanded area of the City. Any such changes for this sub
paragraph shall become effective with the next quarterliy
payment due after such boundary change;

Use without cost of fire hydrants within the City to provide
fire protection services;

The use without cost of all fire fighting trucks, equipment,
gear and supplies that the City became an undivided one-half
owner of upon the termination of the Crystal Falls Fire
Authority;

The exclusive use of the existing fire hall- area with City
paid water, sewer, electric and heat located in the City Hall
of the City on a month to month basis by the Township with a
monthly rent of $950.00 to be due on the 15 of each month
while such tenancy is in effect. The first rental payment
shall be due June 15, 2010 and the Township may cancel such

lease by the providing of sixty (60) days advance written
notice to the City;

i. The City shall adopt and maintain in force a Fire Charge
Ordinance in substantially the same form as adopted and
maintained in force by the Township. The ordinance shall
expressly permit the Township by its Crystal Falls Fire
Department to seek, at the sole expense of the Township,
reimbursement for the charges provided for in such ordinance.

Fire Protection Agreement, transfer ownership to the Township of the
non cash assets, including but not limited to, all trucks, equipment,
gear and supplies acquired by the City as a result of termination of
the Crystal Falls Fire Authority to the Township as follows:

May 31, 2013 - 1/7;
